Mooring Application Process after March 1 Deadline 


53.       The MO will maintain a waiting list for applicants who wish to receive a mooring after the March 1 deadline. An applicant can become a member anytime without being subject to the waiting list process.  The waiting list for mooring allocation is prioritized in order of membership categories, and date/time that the screening form was received by the MO within each category.  Once a mooring becomes available after the 1 March deadline, the allocation process will be as follow: 
a.         A member of the Mooring Sub-Committee will contact the first applicant at the top of the waiting list, starting with the regular category, who has a vessel suitable for the available spot (IAW Para 47 of the Bylaws);
 b.         An applicant declining an offer by the Mooring Sub-Ctee, will loose his/her priority within the respective category and the declining date will replace the screening form date.  
 c.         An applicant who wishes to become a member prior to receiving a mooring allocation will not be exempt from the waiting list process. 
 d.        The waiting list will be terminated after lift-out and those on the list advised to submit an application prior to 1 Mar of the following year.
