Noise Regulation (New paragraphs number required)


“Noise” means sound that is unusual or excessive, or that is unwanted by or disturbing to persons.
 Noise shall be kept to a minimum between 6 pm and 9am.  Loud unwanted music is not allowed at any time
 Members may approach another member regarding any noise.  Issues should be resolved at the lowest level.  Should resolution not be possible, complaints should be directed to any Flag Officer who will assist at resolving the conflict between the involved members, or if required, with the assistance of the Executive Committee. 
 Club will permit members to conduct some limited repairs or maintenance to their vessels.  If a boat requires major work, refurbishment and/or overhauls and the noise and dust limits or infringes on the right of others to enjoy the Club’s facilities at any times, the Flag Officers reserve themselves the discretion to have a boat removed from the Club’s premises at owner's expense until such time that the owner can prove that major repairs are completed.
 Halyards shall be secured to prevent ricocheting against the mast. This not only shows consideration in minimizing noise to club members and guests, and all residents living around Deadman Bay, but also reduces unnecessary chafing of lines.
