Accommodation for small boat (less than 19 ft) 


90.       It is within the club’s mission to make boating accessible to CFB Kingston personnel and their dependents.  To that end, the Club will provide facilities to full time serving members who want to be part of our club with a boat smaller than 19 feet.  Allocation is based on first come first serve and the waiting list process will be apply as necessary.
 Small boat will be parked on trailer in designated area and dry mooring fees will be assessed yearly IAW the constitution.  Participation to mandatory work parties and the OOD program is required.
 Full time serving members, who own small watercraft (that can only be propelled with oars or a paddle ie: kayaks, canoes or skiffs) and wish to be a member, will be provided with storage in designated areas with the following stipulations:
 ·        One membership per family with no extra fees for storage.
·        Up to two small crafts (Kayaks/Canoes/Skiff) per membership.
·        Participation to work parties is mandatory
·        Some members may not have the required boating knowledge or qualification (Pleasure Craft Licence) to successfully complete the OOD.  If so, this member may be excused from the OOD program and in lieu will be encouraged to actively participate to other activities of the Club.
·        RC Prop is responsible to manage dedicated space to accommodate small crafts
